	Invitation to the 6th European Banking Supervisors XBRL Workshop
	


     
CEBS finalized the Guidelines on Financial Reporting (FINREP) and on Common Reporting (COREP) at the beginning of this year. IT implementations of these guidelines are a matter of national discretion. In addition CEBS stated that it considers XBRL as a helpful tool in constructing a standardised European reporting system. As a consequence CEBS promoted the development of XBRL taxonomies for COREP and FINREP, which would be made available without cost to national authorities and supervised credit institutions.

A XBRL team, consisting of supervisory authorities and external parties, has been working on these taxonomies since 2004. After the integration of all reporting related topics within the recently created Expert Group on Financial Information (EGFI), it has been decided to set up within the EGFI-structure a Network which will be in charge of the more technical XBRL issues, leaving the policy aspects for the EGFI Subgroup on Reporting and the EGFI itself. This network will be based on the current structure of the XBRL team, and it will be coordinated by Ignacio Boixo, former project manager of the XBRL team.

In order to update supervisory authorities on the newest developments with respect to XBRL and to share experiences in the implementation of the XBRL projects at national level, the EGFI XBRL network in collaboration with XBRL International, is pleased to announce its intention to continue holding the European Banking Supervisors XBRL Workshops. The next one, the 6th workshop will be held in Madrid at Bank of Spain premises on October 4-5th. The workshop will mainly focus on practical issues, and it will also be opened to the participation of software vendors and representatives of banking associations. The audience will be limited to 60 attendances, but priority will be given to the representatives of European supervisory authorities.
